After a schism in 2006, an intentional interim prepared the church for a new day. Since 2008, average monthly Sunday School attendance has more than doubled. Budget giving has nearly doubled and Cooperative Program giving has increased from 3% to 9% with a goal of 10% by 2020. Strong support is given to state, North American, and international missions offerings. The church retired over $1.1 million in debt and has accomplished numerous physical plant updates including roofs, interior finishes, and technological upgrades. Additional lots have been secured near the church’s downtown campus for future expansion. A Master Site Plan for the church campus has been developed, and the church completed a $5.5 million renovation in 2018. 
We have rebuilt the staff and led through several staff transitions and ministry assistant reorganizations as we have grown and adapted to change. 
Numerous ministries have been added including Upward Basketball and Cheer, monthly First@First Business Leader Luncheon, a monthly Man Church, Medical Encouragement Ministry, Courtesy (Security) Team, as well as numerous expansions to our existing ministries.
Relationships beyond the church have been formed and strengthened. Since 2011 we have served as Partner in Education for Pineville Elementary School and added Lessie Moore Elementary in 2018. We have strengthened our relationship with Louisiana College and the Louisiana Baptist Convention. We began the annual E4 Preaching Conference and host numerous annual events for the state convention. In 2012-2013 we went through a church revitalization partnership with FBC Lecompte, a ministry we hope to repeat with other sister churches. From 2013-2015, we helped sponsor a church restart/plant, New Life Community Church, in Arnaudville, LA. From 2016-present, we have been helping sponsor the new church plant, Point of Life Church, in Plaucheville, LA. This is the first evangelical witness the catholic Community of Plaucheville has ever had. 
Since 2008 baptisms have trended higher than the previous five years and overall additions have been higher than the previous eight years. The Pineville pastorate has opened numerous other doors for speaking at civic, school, and religious functions in Central Louisiana as well as preaching revivals in sister churches.

God did wonderful things in Forestburg. Our initial task was to complete a new sanctuary addition and organize the church for new vision and continued growth. We developed a music ministry, hired the church’s first Minister of Music, added a choir, and installed a video projection system. We started new Bible study units each year, resulting in increased attendance. Youth and children’s ministries grew and a preschool ministry was added in 2007. We started an off-campus Bible study in a neighboring town. As the result of numerous effective ministries, in 2006 we broke our church’s 50 year old baptism record. Several physical plant additions were made including signage, paved parking, and converting the old sanctuary into education space. Accepting the Acts 1:8 Challenge, we saw increased missions participation and support. By 2008, 18% of our budget was designated for missions, which included the Cooperative Program, associational missions work, church planting support, and scholarships for members to go on mission. In 2007 we began sponsoring a Cowboy Church in our county by committing to a three year financial partnership and by loaning two key families to the work for its first twelve months. The Montague County Cowboy Church now runs over 350 in worship. In 2008 we hosted over 200 students for Mpact Missions Camp. This camp had never before been hosted by a church or town as small as we were.
